The basic ganete to the realistic inplenentation of the University
prescribed curriculumis efficient planning. Consequent to the
adoption of the Choice Based Credit System (CBCS) by university of
Kashm r, we have ensured that the college academ c calendar is in
pl ace prior to each senester and preparations for the next senester
are carried out well in tine. The transition to the Choi ce Based
Credit System adopted by the University of Kashmr has necessitated
the need to provide students with a significant degree of choice in
the subjects of diverse streans offering nultidisciplinary notch to
the curriculum W have, thus, started taking options from students
wel | before the senester begins so that the coll ege departnents are
wel | prepared to cater to the student’s preferences. Orientation
session for subjects is held to acquaint students of the salient
features and future prospects of the nunmerous courses being offered
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by each departnent in a particular senester. This ensures that
students nake a rational choice. Students are encouraged to neet
faculty nmenbers and seek nore information if necessary. As an
academ ¢ nechani sm departnents are encouraged to incorporate the
student’s choices. As an attenpt to enrich the orchestration of
pedagogy, the faculty are required to prepare nodul ar teaching plans
bef ore each senester. The coll ege | QAC oversees these dynam cs.
Frequent review of curriculumdelivery is carried out during
departnent neetings. Each departnent ains for efficient curriculum
delivery and teachers are encouraged to use innovative instructional
strategies to achieve this feat. The col |l ege adm ni stration backs
the departnments in this entire action. At the end of each senester,
teachers submt internal assessnent marks to the coordi nator exans.
Anot her cruci al elenent of post senester activities is collection of
student feedback on various paraneters related to curriculumand its
delivery. This feedback is a critical input for the I QAC to eval uate
the efficacy of curriculumdelivery and work for enhancing it in the
next senester of the degree programes.

1.1.2 - Theingtitution adheres to the academic calendar including for the conduct of Continuous
Internal Evaluation (CIE)

The University of Kashmir has authorized the affiliated colleges to
conduct internal/external exam nation of practical subjects at
college level.The Affiliated university has introduced tutorial in
every subject w e.f 2020 Academ c session .Thirty three percent
(33.33% of the total marks have been assigned to the practical work
in case of Core papers and Fifty percent (50.0% in case of Skil
based courses. The exam nation coordi nator of the College in

cogni zance with faculty of college notifies the dates for the
tutoial,internal/external practical exam nations. The dates are
notified once the prescribed syllabi are conpleted by the teacher
and before the external exam nation date sheet is notified by the
university. The date sheet for the tutorial/internal exam nations is
approved by the Principal of the College. The process of internal
assesnent is carried out as per the broad outline provided in the
curriculum Moreover recently the coll ege has been instrunental in

i ncor porating bl ended nodes/online nodes of assessnent also owng to
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energing situations |ike Covid-19 Pandem c. The concer ned
teacher/expert gives differrent types of assignnents viz Field work,
Case Study, Presentations in theformof short video clips,
Assignnents on different topics , Via-voce, and aslo teachers
prepares the question paper and conducts internal exam nation with
the help of invigilator on the date nentioned in the date sheet. The
assi gnnents and answer scripts of the exam nation are eval uated by
the teacher and the marks obtained by the students are submtted to
t he coordi nator of exam nation on award roll with proper Signature
and nane of the teacher/expert (evaluator). The answer scripts are
al so deposited with the coordinator of exam nation for records. The
coordi nator of exam nation further submts the award rolls to the
data entry operator for uploading the sane on university’'s portal.

Mor eover to assess the students, the faculty of the college is

conti nuously conducting internal assessnent/C asstests for the
prescribed syllabus. The evaluation of these assessnent tests is
done by the faculty nenbers of the college. The questions papers for
assessnent / exam nation are prepared by the faculty nenbers. Wile
preparing the Questions papers the concerned teachers strictly
adhere to the norns/guidelines of the affiliating university i.e.,
Uni versity of Kashmr. Students are inforned about the dates of

exam nation well in advance. The exami nations are nonitored by the
invigilators who maintain the code of conduct in the exam nation
hal . Once the exam nations are conducted the answer scripts of the
students are evaluated by the concerned faculty nmenbers. The
teachers nmaintain inpartiality and fairness while evaluating the
answer scripts and the eval uated answer scripts returned to the
students, to check and understand their weaknesses. Suggestions are
given to students who need to inprove and those who performwell are
appreci ated. Mreover regul ar parent teacher neetings are conducted
where the marks obtained by their wards are shown to them This
enabl es the parents to get updated about their wards’ performances
in different subjects.

| earni ng experiences of students, the faculty of the coll ege adopts
student centric nethods of teaching. The teachers after delivering a
| ecture on a specific topic,randomy choose students fromthe class
to repeat the lecture for checking their |earning capability.
Further, sonetines students are asked to solve different subject

rel ated problens thensel ves and those students who have correctly
done that are allowed to explain the sane to other students of the
class. To acquire first-hand know edge on the subjects and current
practices by the students, the faculty nmenbers of the institution in
addition to Lecture Method adopt Interactive Method, Project-based
Lear ni ng, Conputer-assisted Learning, Experiential Learning etc.
Further, the students are also engaged in field study. Lessons are
taught through Power point presentations to make | earning

i nteresting besides oral presenting nethods. In order to inpart
experiential l|learning, various community visits are organized to

i ncul cate first-hand know edge to the students. In this regard,
visits to public places |ike schools, hospitals, public parks,
agricultural fields and other places are conducted. The coll ege
conducts periodical visits to some nearby schools, where our
students are made to teach and inpart learning. Interactive sessions
are conducted with the students of such schools. Mydern student
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oriented nethods of teaching Iike pragnmatic nethodol ogy;

communi cati ve met hodol ogy and audi o-vi sual nethodol ogy are used to
inpart learning. The old archaic and teacher centric nethodology is

The University of Kashmir has authorized the affiliated colleges to
conduct internal/external exam nation of practical subjects at

coll ege level for which they can hire the services of experts from
ot her colleges also. The Affiliated university has introduced
tutorial in every subject w e.f 2020 Academ c session .Thirty three
percent (33.33% of the total nmarks have been assigned to the
practical work in case of Core papers and Fifty percent (50.0% in
case of Skill based courses. The exam nation coordi nator of the
Col l ege in cognizance with faculty of college notifies the dates for
the tutoial,internal/external practical exam nations. The dates are
notified once the prescribed syllabi are conpleted by the teacher
and before the external exam nation date sheet is notified by the
university. The date sheet for the tutorial, internals/externa
practical exam nations is approved by the Principal of the College.
The concerned teacher/expert give differrent types of assignnents
viz Field work, Case Study, Presentations in ther formof short
video clips, Assignnents on different topics , Viavoice, and aslo
teachers prepares the question paper and conducts internal

exam nation with the help of invigilator on the date nentioned in

t he date sheet. The assignnents and answer scripts of the

exam nation are evaluated by the teacher and the marks obtai ned by
the students are submtted to the coordi nator of exam nation on
award roll wth proper Signature and nane of the teacher/expert
(evaluator). The answer scripts are also deposited wth the

coordi nator of exam nation for records. The coordi nator of

exam nation further submts the award rolls to the data entry
operator for uploading the same on university' s portal.

Mor eover to assess the students, the faculty of the college is
conti nuously conducting internal assessnent/C asstests for the
prescri bed syl | abus. The eval uati on of these assessnent tests is
done by the faculty nenbers of the college. The questions papers for
assessnent / exam nation are prepared by the faculty nenbers. Wile
preparing the Questions papers the concerned teachers strictly
adhere to the norns/guidelines of the affiliating university i.e.,
University of Kashmr. Students are informed about the dates of
exam nation well in advance. The exam nations are nonitored by the
invigilators who maintain the code of conduct in the exam nation
hall. Once the exam nations are conducted the answer scripts of the
students are evaluated by the concerned faculty nenbers. The
teachers maintain inpartiality and fairness while evaluating the
answer scripts and the eval uated answer scripts returned to the
students, to check and understand their weaknesses. Suggestions are
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given to students who need to inprove and those who performwell are
appreci ated. Mreover regul ar parent teacher neetings are conducted
where the marks obtained by their wards are shown to them This
enabl es the parents to get updated about their wards’ perfornances
in different subjects.

The exam nation committee with the Coordi nator exam nation and
Principal of the college | ooks after the whol e process of

exam nation (external and internal)and internal evaluation. The

gri evances pertaining to Internal exam nation and eval uation are
addressed by the conmttee itself in a transparent and tine bound
manner. The grievances with regard to internal exam nation viz that
of practicals and tutorials are addressed within a period of five
days, after proper verification of the conplaint and by consulting
concerned stakeholders in this regard. There is a quick redressal in
this regard, since the matter cones under the anbit of the college
itself. Gievances like tinely conduct of internal exam nation,
practical exam nation, mssing of internal exam nation and cl ass
tests are i medi ately addressed by invol ving stakehol ders. For
handl i ng i ssues regardi ng eval uati on process at the college |evel,
exam nation commttee headed by the exam nation Coordi nator of the
col l ege adresses all such issues. The college follows strictly the
gui delines and rules issued by the affiliating university while
conducting internals and senester-end exam nations. After eval uation
of internal assessnent answer scripts, the scripts are given to
students to have an idea of their performance in the test. By
adopting the criteria as per the direction of affiliating

uni versity, conplete transparency is maintained in interna
assessnent tests. Students and faculty nenbers are made aware of the
transparency to be maintained in the system of assessnent. After
preparing the assessnents report it is shown to the students, if any
grievances are there they can be resolved i Mmedi ately and subm tted
by the concerned faculty to the departnent. The head of the exam
cell is registrar of the college where the university examrel at ed
qgueri es can be resolved. If student has any grievances related to
eval uation of university, answer scripts are intimated to the
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subject handling faculty and head of the departnent if necessary.
The re-evaluation is applied for answer scripts, in which the re-
eval uated marks can be obtai ned during the announcenent of re-
eval uation results of the sane senester. In order to maintain
transparency, students can apply for photo copy of their answer
script and they may deci de on re-eval uati on.

The grievances pertaining to external exam nation(Viz" issue with
regard to admt cards , registration, discrepancy in the OWR of the
candi date, evaluation status , any discrepancy in the final result
etc)are proceeded to the affiliating university with necessary
recommendati ons. Since the matter does not cone under the anbit of
the college, no tine franme for redressal can be given in this
regard.

Last year we were using Leased G rcuit connectionwith a bandw dth of
30 MBPS form Bharat Sanchar NigamLimted (BSNL) al so we have
provided W-Fi facility to student at both library readi ng room as
well as in canpus. Currently we are using >70MBPS form Bhar at
Sanchar Nigam Limted (BSNL) of high speed Air Fibre internet
facility fromBSNL in addition to the leased circuit already in

pl ace.
